KHS Pets Enjoy Enrichment 
Activities for Active Minds

Life in a shelter can be stressful for any animal. That’s 
why we make sure the animals at KHS enjoy plenty of 

enrichment activities. They include new tastes, smells,  
textures, and even puzzles that keep our furry friends mentally 
engaged. Mental enrichment is important to the animals’ 
health, reduces stress, and promotes positive behaviors. 

Providing daily enrichment can help you and your pet 
live a happier life together too. 

Place a little peanut 
butter in the bottom 
of a cup. Use it to 
stick a treat to the 
bottom. This is the 
“stick” for your 
pupcicle. Fill the cup 
with water and a 
teaspoon of broth. 
Add a little kibble, 
and freeze. 

Here’s how to make one of our dogs’ favorites:

(Always be  
sure to supervise your pets’ 
enrichment activities!)
